Fast Facts:

Both players are undefeated going into today’s match, Serena Williams has defeated Svetlana Kuznetsova and sister
Venus here so far, while Dementieva defeated Venus Williams on Tuesday.

Serena Williams has won six of ten previous meetings against Dementieva, including their previous Championships
meeting in 2004 but the Russian has won four of the last six and held mp in a fifth in this year’s Wimbledon semifinal.

This is Williams’s 6th appearance at the Championships. She has failed to complete the round robin stage due to
injury in both of the last two years but before that had reached the final on all three of her appearances, winning the
title in 2001.

Dementieva is playing at the Sony Ericsson Championships for the ninth time in the last 10 years — but has only
advanced to the semifinals twice previously — in 2000 and last year. This is her 23 match at the Championships.

Williams collected her 10" and 11" Grand Slam titles this year at the Australian Open and Wimbledon, while
Dementieva reached the semifinals at both events, her best Grand Slam performance of the year

Dementieva has won three Tour titles this year (Auckland, Sydney, Toronto). She won her first 15 matches of the
season. No player has won more than three Tour titles this year

By winning her first round-robin match here, coupled with Safina’s retirement, Williams has guaranteed herself the
year-end No. 1 spot for the second time in her career (also 2002).

Dementieva has 16 career wins against Top 3 players, including three this year. Williams has four wins against Top 5
players this year.

Both players are winless ahead of today’s match. Venus losing two matches so far (to Elena Dementieva and sister
Serena), Kuznetsova one (to Serena Williams)

Kuznetsova has won three of the last four match-ups between the pair and leads 4-3 overall.

This is Kuznetsova’'s 5" appearance at the Championships in the last six years but is yet to advance beyond the
round-robin stage.

Defending champion Venus Williams is making her fourth appearance at the Championships (also qualified on five
other occasions but was unable to compete due to injury). She has reached the semifinals or better on her three
previous appearances

Kuznetsova collected her second career Grand Slam title at 2009 Roland Garros, after her 2004 US Open triumph.
Williams'’s best Grand Slam performance in 2009 was a runner-up finish at Wimbledon.

Kuznetsova has won three titles this year (Stuttgart, Roland Garros and Beijing). No player has own more than three
Tour titles this year. Wiliams won at Dubai and Acapulco (the 40" and 41 titles of her career — the most by any
player competing on the Tout in 2009)

In the events first 38 years, 17 different winners have won the year-end Championships, including nine different
winners since 1997.
