The Czech Republic’s Petra Kvitova beat Victo-
ria Azarenka in a marathon final at the TEB
BNP Paribas WTA Championships, 75 46 63, a
match that had the No.2 ranking and one of the
biggest titles of the year on the line. Kvitova is
the third player ever to win the year-ender on
her debut, following Serena Williams (2001) and
Maria Sharapova (2004). She is now also very
close to Caroline Wozniacki on the rankings -
just 115 points - although she will have to wait
until 2012 to make a push for the top spot.
